Instead of everyone wearing the same color, choose a
palette of 3–4 coordinating tones. Soft neutrals, earthy
tones, and muted pastels photograph beautifully and
provide a timeless look that never goes out of style.
Avoid neon colors or large, distracting logos.

We offer a wide selection of gowns and props for
maternity, newborn and children sessions.

COLORS

Comfortable shoes for walking between setups.
Small, non-messy snacks for children.
A favorite heirloom toy or meaningful item if you’d
like to incorporate it.

Consider professional hair and makeup to boost your
confidence. Ensure nails are clean or neutrally polished,
as hands often feature prominently in portraits.

HAIR  &  MAKEUP

Plenty of water and a good night’s sleep the week leading
up to your session will ensure your skin looks vibrant
and your energy is high.

REST  &  HYDRATE



SESSION FEE 
The session fee is the first step in creating your custom portrait
experience. This fee acts as a retainer to formally secure your date
on my calendar and covers the time and talent involved in bringing
your session to life.

While the session fee does not include digital files or physical print
products, it provides the essential foundation for your portraits:

The Pre-Session Consultation: A dedicated time to discuss
your vision, wardrobe styling, and heirloom goals.
The Creative Session: My time and professional expertise
during our shoot, whether on-location or in-studio.
Artistic Post-Processing: Professional hand-editing of each
image in your curated gallery to ensure they meet the highest
artistic standards.
Your Reveal & Ordering Appointment: A guided session
where I help you navigate your gallery and design the perfect
tangible art for your home.

All purchased prints come with corresponding files, sized concurrently. Your photos will be printed using only
heirloom quality materials, but you will always be able to print more at the same size and resolution using the
printer of your choice.
